Committee Reports:
EVACUATION/COMMUNITY PROTECTION:  Nicole Alejandre
· Nicole Alejandre will e-mail the status report to Donna each month.
· The status report information received, regarding FAST projects, contains the following information:
· Cuyamaca: Kathy Goddard suggested combining their planning efforts with Julian. The two groups plan to meet in June.

· Descanso Emergency Planning Group (DEPG): An OES representative gave Committee Chairman, Don Bosch and VP, Dave Somes, a tour of EOC and Communications Center on   May 10th.

· Pine Hills: Chairman, James Carter, asked for assistance to receive a fire history map for Pine Hills. Nicole contacted Robin Kinmont from the FSC, to provide a CDF contact to work with James on mapping.

· Pine Valley: A message was left for Debby Weldy on April 29th and May 19th and still need to make contact.

· Fire Safe Council: The council would like standardized responses to be coordinated on their activities and materials.

· Patricia Davis is working with CDF San Diego on a community educational campaign called “Great Escapes from Catastrophic Fire”.  She would like to provide the materials, once completed, to the OES for inclusion in CPEPs.  

LEGISLATIVE OUTREACH/FUNDING DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE: Tina Terrell USFS

· When Tina goes to Washington, D.C. in September, she will be allotted about 10 minutes to present the information regarding FAST.
· We need to put together a presentation that displays the packet that is being assembled.

· During the July meeting, a presentation will be given on what the committee has accomplished to date.

· The USFS is currently working on identifying the needs for the coming year.
· Public Law #106393 is up for re-authorization and it is an opportunity to receive money for fuel reduction on National Forest land.

· The county will need to identify the use for the money.
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· Possibly the county could enter into a Stewardship agreement where the county could apply their own funds then get reimbursement from this law, as a match.
· Public Law 106-393:  To restore stability and predictability to the annual payments made to states and counties containing National Forest System lands and public domain lands managed by the Bureau of Land Management for use by the counties for the benefit of public schools, roads and other purposes.
FOREST HEALTH/RESTORATION COMMITTEE: Bryan Petit NRCS
· Two sub-committee meetings were held last month.
· The seedling committee has been giving seedlings away and are discussing the purchase of more for
 home-owners.
· The Forest Health sub-committee has been working on logistics of a Forest Health Plan.
· They have started choosing demonstration sites.
VEGETATION REDUCTION/FUELS MANAGEMENT: Tim Knowd SD County

· The committee has identified all of the A and B project areas.

· They are now in the planning stage for the B projects.
· CDF sent out e-mails as a reminder to the operational groups of the fire tools required on the operation sites.
· Some specific requirements were discussed. (A handout was given to the group)

· It was mentioned that a PAL’s meeting was needed and a group planned to meet after the meeting to discuss it.

· Jon Rollin reported on contract progress and passed out updated information.
· Their goal is to have the last contract signed by mid-June.

· They also have a goal to have all trees on the ground by October 31, 2005.

· The funding is going further than expected and they have been very successful with the bid process.

· The county has started a free firewood station at the Julian Volunteer station with a manager on site regulating the amount picked up by homeowners for their personal use.
· The county hotline will have information on the firewood pick-up sites.

· Bruce Taylor reported that SDG&E is now working on highway 79 towards the Descanso area.

· Bruce gave out a current schedule of SDG&E’s projects
OUTREACH & EDUCATION COMMITTEE: Joan Wynn USFS

· A copy of a news release about workshops on “Living with Wildfire” was handed out to the group.
· Joan Wynn reported that the transcribing of all interviews for the video had been completed.

· The group has created a briefing paper on the video to take to Washington, D.C.
· PIO’s will review the video including the interviews.

· A news release was handed out concerning “Emergency Watershed Protection Program”  and it’s

relationship to the FAST group.
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· Lynnette Lydick: Please report to NRCS any information about current projects for all agencies.
· Matt Cahill: People for Trees is continuing their chipping program.
· Patricia Davis reported that she is working on the Public Education project for CDF.
· BIA reported that a prescribed burn of 868 acres was completed on the Manzanita Project, successfully.

· Tom Gillett: A planned burn was scheduled for Pine Valley (200 acres) next week by the USFS.

· Russ Lajoie reported that they would be starting the tree chipping project with a whole tree chipper

on or about June 6th.

· Mike Pontsler advised that checking piles for spontaneous combustion needs to continue.
· Scott Cashen of TSS Consultants stated that they had finished the report regarding setting up a Biomass Utilization plant in Southern California and that the report is available to the FAST group.  Contact Scott for further information.

· Dave Ganz of TSS Consultants is also involved in writing CWPP’s and for further information, contact Scott or Dave.

· Ken Miller advised that the Border Agency Fire Council will have their 10th year anniversary event
at CDF - HQ, Monte Vista, with many speakers attending this media event.

· Tom Schott , NCRS has a contract for a USGS soil scientist for soil erosion/stability analysis.

· Randy Lyle mentioned that live fire training was being held on June 2nd & June 3rd  in Bell Valley.
