Of
the approximately 450,000 trees that have been taken down, it has been a very

good and safe environment.  If anyone sees or hears of a situation that may be 

dangerous or hazardous, please make it known to someone.

SAN DIEGO COUNTY

· Ken Miller – There is approximately $3 million remaining with 4 projects going out for bid within the next week.
· The estimated cost of these 4 projects is $6 to $7 million and all contracts are to be out by 
12/31/06.
· In the future, the County doesn’t intend to get out of the program, however, they won’t be  aggressively involved in any tree removal but will focus on brush treatments.
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NRCS
· Bryan Petit – Nothing new to report.
· They plan to have all of their projects completed within the next 2 months.
USFS

· There is no field work going on at this time, only in the office.
CDF

· Steve Butler – Brush and tree removal is currently underway on Palomar State Park.
· A chipper is due to be placed there within the next couple of weeks then they will be
chipping and piling for burning later.
· If there are any good cedar logs, they will be hauled to our mill at La Cima Camp as the
wood belongs to the State of California.
· La Cima Camp is working on Cuyamaca and the Sunrise Fuel Break, cutting and piling
brush for later burning.
